Entering students are eligible for admission into the Stephens Honors Program if they 22 
meet at least one of the following criteria:  23 

1. A cumulative high school grade point average of at least a 3.75 on a 4.0 scale (or 24 
its equivalent).  25 

2. A cumulative high school grade point average of at least 3.50 on a 4.0 scale (or its 26 
equivalent) and an ACT composite test score of at least 27 (or its equivalent).  27

Students who do not meet at least one of the above criteria may be admitted to the 29 
program by petition if, at the end of at least 15 semester hours of college work, they have earned 30 

a cumulative grade point average of 3.50 or above.  31
