FY2024 Budget
The GRFC had $54,000 available for 2023-2024. Grants awarded totaled $53,921.29.
This remaining balance of $78.71 will be carried over to the next fiscal year 2024-2025.

Fall 2023

The maximum budgeted amount available to be awarded in Fall 2023 was $24,300 (1/2 of total
available with 10% reserved for dissemination proposals). The maximum budgeted amount
available for dissemination / publication proposals was $5,400.

We recommended six (6) research /creative work proposals totaling $24,218.29 and four (4)
dissemination / publication proposals totaling $2,957 for funding to the Provost’s Office.

The maximum budgeted amount available to be awarded in Spring 2024 was $24,300 (1/2 of
total available with 10% reserved for dissemination proposals). The maximum budgeted amount
available for dissemination / publication proposals was $2,443. $§81.71 was available from Fall
2023.

We recommended seven (7) research /creative work proposals totaling $23,880 and two (2)
dissemination / publication grant totaling $2,862 for funding to the Provost’s Office.
