No more than 24 hours are allowed in any one area. It is important to meet with an
advisor to ensure prerequisites are met for planned upper-level courses.

*Many major courses are on a set rotation and thus dependent on when
prerequisite courses are completed. The actual semester a course is taken may
vary based on the rotation.

Degree requirements for all students: a minimum of 120 credit hours, completion
of the General Education program, and completion of 39 senior division hours (300-
