*PX490 Prior Learning & Experiential Portfolio may be taken for up to 12 
hours to fulfill the additional hours required to meet the 120-hour minimum
requirement.

NOTE: A minimum of 15 senior division hours (300 level or above) are 
required to complete this major.  A minimum of 39 senior division hours 
overall are required for the BS degree. 

General Education Requirements – some requirements 

may be fulfilled by coursework in major program 

• Social and Behavioral Sciences – 6 hours

• Constitution Requirement – 3 hours

• Written Communication – 6 hours

• Oral Communication – 3 hours

• Natural Sciences – 7 hours (from two disciplines, one to 
include a lab)

• Mathematics – 3 hours

• Humanities & Fine Arts – 9 hours (from at least two disciplines)

• Additional requirements – 5 hours (to include UI100 for native 
students)

• Civics examination 

Students are encouraged to meet regularly with their advisor to discuss 
the best path to graduation which may include completion of minors or 
certificates.   

Prior Learning - Students can earn up to 12 hours of credit for prior non-
college learning (https://semo.edu/academics/online/prior-learning-
assessment.html). 

A full-time student will take 12 hours per semester.  To graduate in 4 
years, students must take a minimum of 15 hours per semester or 30 
hours per year. 

Personalized Pathways:  Courses are offered in a traditional 16-week fall 
and spring semester with eight-week sessions in the first and last half of 
both.  In addition, we offer a spring wintersession between fall and spring, 
and at least six different 4-, 6-, and 8-week sessions over summer.  Talk 
with an advisor to see how you can utilize these different sessions to 
expedite your degree completion.
