The time it takes to earn a degree will vary based on several factors such as dual
enrollment, remediation, and summer enrollment. Students will meet with an academic advisor each semester and use Degree Works to monitor their individual progress.

NOTE: A minimum of 15 senior division hours (300 level or above) are
required to complete this major. A minimum of 39 senior division hours
overall are required for the BS degree.

Students are encouraged to meet regularly with their advisor to discuss
the best path to graduation which may include completion of minors or
certificates.

Prior Learning - Students can earn up to 12 hours of credit for prior
non-college learning (https://semo.edu/academics/online/prior-learning-
assessment.htmi).

A full-time student will take 12 hours per semester. To graduate in 4
years, students must take a minimum of 15 hours per semester or 30
hours per year.

Personalized Pathways: Courses are offered in a traditional 16-week
fall and spring semester with eight-week sessions in the first and last
half of both. In addition, we offer a spring wintersession between fall
and spring, and at least six different 4-, 6-, and 8-week sessions over
summer. Talk with an advisor to see how you can utilize these different
sessions to expedite your degree completion.
