NOTIFICATION OF NECESSITY TO MISS A CLASS 

 

Faculty members are expected to meet all classes and keep all office hours. If faculty members 1 

are unable to meet a scheduled class because of sudden illness or other emergency, they should 2 

notify the department chairperson or, if that person is unavailable, the college dean or the 3 

Provost. When the absence is anticipated, it is the faculty member’s responsibility to make 4 

arrangements to cover the class, subject to the approval of the department chairperson and the 5 

college dean.  6
